Workshop A: Using the spec 20 or similar spectrophotometer, students perform two experiments. In the first, the absorbance of a food coloring solution is measured at various wavelengths. The data is graphed to show the characteristic absorbance pattern of the food coloring.

The second experiment has the students make dilutions of a standard food coloring solution and determine their absorbencies.
